Word Work: We are reviewing all long and short vowels and 
spelling patterns.  We will explore long a spelled ai.  Also, final k 
sound in words spelled with ck, k, or ke.  

Reading:  Each reading group is working on different 
skills/strategies.  Your child may bring a homework book to share 
with you.  Please remember your child has read this book several 
times and should be fluent when he/she brings it home.  Please 
praise your child’s reading.  Your child is allowed to bring a book 
daily, if needed.  Books must be returned the very next day!
As a class, we’ve been exploring non-fiction VS. fiction text.  

Also, we continue to focus on retelling a story using the 5 finger 
retelling-characters, setting, problem, events, solution. 
Later this month, we will explore how to use non-fiction text 

features to help us understand text (glossary, index, captions, 
etc)

Math
We have been comparing  numbers and exploring place value to 
100.  We will begin adding 2 digit numbers.

Content: We have been learning about our 7 continents.  We will 
begin to  explore Native Americans

Writing: Each student wrote an informational report 
on something he/she knew a lot about and could 
teach others. 

Later  this month, we will begin to explore revising 
and editing.  Also, we will review Narrative writing.
